Commercial Driver License (CDL) Holders  

EFFECTIVE SEPTEMBER 1, 2010 


The Department of Transportation has determined the average daily traffic volume for Kotzebue is greater than 499.  This means that Kotzebue is no longer exempt from road skill test requirements established by state and federal law.  Due to the loss of the exemption, effective September 1, 2010, a CDL restricted with a “7” for off system driving, will no longer be legal for driving a commercial motor vehicle in Kotzebue.  This includes individuals who reside in surrounding communities but operate commercial motor vehicles in Kotzebue.
REMOVING THE OFF-SYSTEM “7” RESTRICTION

The Off-System restriction can be removed at any time following the successful completion of a road skills test.

Commercial driver license (cDL) (restriction 7)  
· An off system license can still be used in areas that maintain their off system status, e.g. Red Dog Mine.

Kotzebue’s limited road system is not adequate to meet the standards for an approved CDL road skill test. Applicants must travel to a location that has an approved CDL road test route.  CDLs restricted with a “7” for off system driving will be valid in Kotzebue until September 1, 2010

The road skill test fee must be paid in advance by check, money order, or credit card.

     Applicants must provide the commercial vehicle to use for the road skills test.


     The commercial vehicle must be representative of the class of CDL you want to obtain.
· $25 Road Skill Test Fee and $15 license fee to remove the restriction.
Road Skill Tests are also given by DMV Third Party Testers.  These locations rent trucks and conduct training or reviews for experienced drivers.  The fee for road skill tests are established by the Third Party Tester.

CDL Hazardous Materials Endorsement, (HME) Requirements 

CDL holders applying for an original, renewal or transfer with a HME are required to be fingerprinted and have a background records check.
ALL applicants who apply for an original, transfer, or renewal of a HME on their commercial driver’s license must complete a threat assessment background check through Transportation Security Administration, (TSA), (866) 289-9673

If the background check is not completed, you may renew your license without the HME endorsement. There will be an additional $15.00 fee to add the HME endorsement to your CDL when the background check is completed.

The Background Check Is Valid For 6 Months. If You Do Not Apply For The Hme  Within 6 Months Of Passing The Background Check, Another Background Check Is Required.

TSA Fee: $89.25 payable by credit card or money order only
When TSA has completed your threat assessment background check, you will receive notification by mail that you are eligible for a HME. Please bring the notification letter to DMV and submit it with your Application for Alaska Driver License, Permit or State Identification Card (Form 478) and Application for Commercial Driver License (Form 415) to a motor vehicle customer service representative.  You must pass the hazardous materials written examination and then DMV can add the HME to your commercial driver’s license.
DMV does not receive any notification if there is a problem or delay with your threat assessment application.  You will need to contact TSA directly at (571) 227-2829.
