Driver License & Identification Card requirements continued

What documents do I need to get an original State ID card?
· Application for Alaska  Driver License, Permit or Identification Card (Form 478)

· Proof of legal name and date of birth, which includes:

· An original or certified copy of a US Birth Certificate

· US or Canadian Passport (must be current) or US Passport Card
· Certificate of Citizenship, Naturalization, or Birth Abroad

· Foreign Passport with appropriate immigration documents

· A secondary item as verification of the primary document showing date of birth and legal name

· Any of the primary documents

· Other documents as approved by DMV. Visit your local DMV or www.alaska.gov/dmv for more information.

· Proof of Social Security Number (SSN)

· Original Social Security Card

· Letter from the Social Security Administration (SSA) verifying the applicant’s name and SSN or verifying the applicant has never been issued an SSN

· Documentation from the IRS displaying the applicant’s name and SSN.

· Proof of residence address
· Utility Bill

· Paycheck Stub

· Mortgage or Rental Document

· For Minors: Parental Consent (on the back of Form 478)

What if my name no longer matches what’s on the identity document I provide?
The following can be used as proof of their current name:

· US or Canadian Passport (must be current)
· Certified adoption papers, marriage certificate, court order or divorce decree

· Amended birth certificate

· Certificate of Dissolution, Divorce or Annulment

· Certificate of Naturalization

· Certificate of Name Change
What do I need for an original driver license?
In addition to the above documents listed for an original ID card, you will need to take the general knowledge written test and also a road skills test.

· If you are coming into Alaska with a current driver’s license from out of state, you will only need to take the written test. Your out of state license will serve as proof that you have passed a road skills test.
Will I have to show all of these documents every time I need to do something with my license?
No. Once you have received an Alaska driver license, permit or ID, you are not required to show further documents to obtain another type of Alaska card, unless you are requesting a name change, or correction to your SSN, date of birth, or sex.
